1) Name and Registration Number of Trust :-

This Trust Riyazul Uloom Welfare Trust Anwa, Tq. Bhokardan, Dist. It will be known

as Jalna. This Public Trust has been registered in the Registration Office, Jalna under
Registration No. Registration No.- E- 158 (JA).

2) Name and Registration Number of the Trust :-

3) Trust Property :-

a) Placed under the Bombay Public Trusts Registration Act, 1950 The immovable and
movable property registered in the name of the trustin para-1 shall be deemed to be
the property of the trust.

b) Apart from this, all assets belonging to the trust but not registered by mistake
shall belong to the trust and can be registered in the name of the trust.

¢) Allimmovable and movable property received or acquired by gift, subscription,
grant or any other valid means to the trust shall be deemed to belong to the trust.

4) Allocation of Managerial Expenses:-

The first board of trustees of the trust shall first pay the tax and other expenses
payable to the trust from the income of the trust and then from the income of the
trust 10. A percentage amount will be kept as reserve fund. The trust

subsequently underwent major renovations necessary to maintain the immovable
property Also, efforts should be made to ensure that the funds received through
other means or trust funds are properly protected and appropriated.
